Shout Together 9-29-2010

Shout Together is an intergenerational connecting prayer event.

We did this Shout Together leading up to our non-stop ride across the state of Tennessee. The ride was called Here’s Our Shout. Our team of fifty people prayed for forty hours over area students as we rode. Our church family back home prayed for 36 hours.

Welcome

Large Group Mixer -- Bicycle Bingo. The first three to get bingo win a gift card. (See below for Bingo Card with instructions.)

Divide into Teams -- Use the method of “Everyone pair up with someone else. Okay now groups of two make a group of four. Okay now groups of four make a group of eight.  You might want to throw in something like, “Okay, now one person from each group swap with another.” Continue this method until you have a manageable number of small groups.

Humorous Bicycle Crashes Compilation Video from You Tube—Have the groups spread out and sit down and show them the video. Then do the small group game called “Bicycle Trivia”.  (We searched YouTube for a couple different videos then made our own compilation.)

Small Group Game – Bicycle Trivia. The small group who gets the most correct wins a prize for the entire group. (The prize could be a lollipop bouquet or boxes of Jelly Belly jelly beans.)

Smaller Groups -- Now have all the adults line up on one wall and the youth line up on the opposite wall. Have the adult prayer mentors go find their students and combine with other prayer mentors and students if there is overlap. Then have the remaining adults go choose one of the “orphan” kids. Instruct the adults and students to spread out throughout the meeting room.

Discussion Questions -- Pass out some sort of munchy like M & Ms for the groups to munch on while they work their way through the power point discussion questions.

The seventh time around, when the priests sounded the trumpet blast, Joshua commanded the people, "Shout! For the LORD has given you the city! 
(Joshua 6:16)


1. God's Purpose

His desire was to settle Israel in the land of promise and to raise them up as a light to the nations.

The LORD had said to Abram, "Leave your country, your people and your father's household and go to the land I will show you. "I will make you into a great nation and I will bless you; I will make your name great, and you will be a blessing. I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I will curse; and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you." 
(Genesis 12:1-3)

Ultimately truth and salvation was what God would bring through the nation of Israel. From them would come the Son of God himself. The savior of the world, Jesus Christ.

That's what I see God's purpose is for us, his church, in Centerville, TN--more specifically, his design for our youth group--to be a voice of truth and salvation in a Jericho culture.

However, the nations who inhabited Canaan, the land of promise didn't accept the purposes of the God of the Hebrews, though he had demonstrated his power and might and right through many miracles.

The nation of Israel would have to take the land by war. They would have to fight for truth.

So they crossed the Jordan, stood on the threshold of the land and faced their first big city to capture: Jericho!

2. God's Promise

Now Jericho was tightly shut up because of the Israelites. No one went out and no one came in. Then the LORD said to Joshua, "See, I have delivered Jericho into your hands, along with its king and its fighting men. March around the city once with all the armed men. Do this for six days. Have seven priests carry trumpets of rams' horns in front of the ark. On the seventh day, march around the city seven times, with the priests blowing the trumpets. When you hear them sound a long blast on the trumpets, have all the people give a loud shout; then the wall of the city will collapse and the people will go up, every man straight in." 
(Joshua 6:1-5)

3. God's Plan

What was the plan?

Just a clear call from God and his promise!

> > > All they needed to do was trust and obey!


4. The People's Faith

The people did it! . . . story summary.

It may not make complete sense to us. We may not see how everything is going to work out. But if we will trust and obey, God will come through!!!!

(Last night at about 3 am I lay awake wondering . . . .)

They obeyed by faith and . . . God's plan became clear:

1) A spectacle to facilitate the conquest of the land!

2) Their Shout was a war cry of faith that was the flashpoint which set the conquest in motion with God's miraculous power and provision!

> > > so Here's Our Shout Centerville! Here's Our Shout Tennessee!

Today I'm asking you to go to war with me for the purposes of God in our community! To be a light to the youth culture of Centerville and Hickman County.

Here's what we need each rider to commit to:

To qualify as a rider . . .

1) a person must be 7th grade or above
2) have parent’s permission (info sheet and liability and medical release)
3) find a bike (and helmet) to train on and make sure it is in good repair (We'll help if we can but we really need you to take this on yourself. I'm going to be busy meeting with corporate sponsors, tracking down motorhomes & trailers and a 1001 other things)
4) complete a fifteen-mile training ride (Friday, September 10 at 5pm or with your team captain. Teams and captains will be revealed on Friday the 10th)
5) agree to seek sponsors (minimum goal & dream goal)
6) commit to a daily quiet-time with journaling the 5 weeks prior to the ride and prepare himself/herself emotionally, mentally, physically and spiritually. (This will begin Friday, September 10th with the weekend retreat and training ride)
